	On June, 17, 1998, I visited Everson Electric. The purpose of this trip was to inspect on the OH Coil after the OH lead repair. I met with Chuck Hallquist (project engineer).





	They did a good job in repairing the OH leads. They pulled the leads back about 6 inches to allow access to all sides of the conductor. They applied 2 half lapped layers of Kapton insulation and 1 half lapped layer of dry glass and epoxy over the Kapton tape according to your request. The leads were put back in place and they were getting ready to back fill the void areas with a room temperature air cure epoxy/glass slurry mix.  I inspected the entire surface of the coil as a double check to make sure that there is no visible weak areas in the insulation. They did an excellent job in covering any areas that were the least bit in question with a kapton tape patch.





	The technician told me that when he had the conductor lead pulled back and able to get a good look at the second layer down he saw no evidence of excessive heat in that area.





	The schedule looks like final testing is mid next week.
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
