	On the OH coil, I am happy to say the Tig braze and solder joint looked very good. They did a megger and a hydrostatic test of the conductors. There were no anomalies to report.





	Everson has started soldering the water tubes in the first four TF outer conductors. That process looked very good. They also showed me the TF outer forming tooling that is complete.
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
