	Good news on these trips. John Bosco and I were very happy with the tig braze and solder job at the joint from level 1 to level 2. The joint was Hydrostatic tested prior to winding in place and passed with flying colors.





	I returned to Everson the next day to witness the Hydrostatic test on the two joints after being wound in to place. The hydrostatic test results showed no anomalies. The water fitting looks real good and I believe that the problem is behind us. They are going put additional insulation around the fitting, insert a couple more G10 fillers in place and start winding the second layer.
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
