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Appendix B
Device/Record Naming Guidelines

· Record name should match the device name assigned to the field device (by the subsystem engineer).

· Record name up to 28-characters.  Case-sensitive.  No characters excluded.

· Record name field delimiter will be the underscore (_).  

· The delimiters dash (-) and colon (:) and plus sign (+) should be avoided.

· The NSTX subsystem’s digraph must be the first two characters of the first field. 

· If the record can generate an EPICS event, the device must contain the field “EV”.

· The record name should end in characters which represent the record type.

· Some example record names :

1)  CK_PostSettingsToHardware_BO  
2)  ck_ClockMode_STRIN

3)  PX_PicOnDuty_STRO


4)  VM_AV117_CTL_BO

5)  vm_AV117_STAT_MBBI

5)  VM3_IOM_STAT1_MBBI
· If an I/O device represents several devices,  such as a 16-bit CAMAC digital input device which represents status for eight 2-bit devices, then there should be one record to perform the 16-bit I/O,   and not eight ZI/O operations.  The 16-bit “Long In” record will  then fan out to eight MBBI records which use the SHFT field to determine the eight statuses.  This minimizes the use of the  “slow” I/O bandwidth.
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
