1) Add DNS entry epicsrv as an alias to epicsrv2.  This alias could be

   used as a switch to go from epicsrv2 to epicsrv1 and vice-a-versa.

2) On windex, AS ROOT, modify the file /tftpboot/tekxp/boot/config/xp.cnf

   Change the ip_host_entry for "epicsrv" to reflect the IP of either 

   epicsrv1 (198.35.10.21) or epicsrv2 (198.35.10.22), which ever epicsrv is 

   to act as an alias for.

3) On epicsrv2 execute the following command AS ROOT (this will reboot the

   system so make sure you stop all of your programs):

   # sys-unconfig

   The system will be halted.  Do you want to continue? y

4) The system will be halted at the boot level so type:

   boot

5) When the system comes up it will ask for some information:

7) If we were actually switching servers from epicsrv1 to epicsrv2

   or vice-versa steps 3-6 of this procedure would have to be run

   on both epicsrv1 and epicsrv2 (the answers you give in step 5

   above would have to reflect what you are doing)

By the way, as Jim Hirsch pointed out there is also another possible

way of accomplishing the same results; by using a multihome scheme.

But, since we are only going to do this once or twice a year, the

above procedure will do just fine.
