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Procedure to Create the NSTX EPICS User's CDE Environment
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Introduction

This procedure applies to CDE on Solaris 8.

This procedure provides a brief description of how to install a standard CDE Environment for EPICS Users on NSTX.  Note that each operator account can be tailored, as necessary.

This procedure applies only the operator accounts (e.g. rfoper),  not an individual user's account.

· Part I - Create the Development Operator Account 

· Part II - TAR Development Operator Account

· Part III - Create the new Operator Account

Part I - Create the Development Operator Account

1) Create an account 'devoper'.  This will be used as a basis for other EPICS operator accounts.  Assign the account to the group 'epicsuser'.

2) During the initial login, set devoper's password and select CDE as the desktop.  Do not select OpenWindows.

3) Login again, and the default Solaris CDE environment will be displayed.  

4) Append the line below to the end of the devoper's .cshrc account:

                source /etc/loginenv/cshrc.epics 

5) Modify the default CDE desktops as desired.  Figure 1 shows an example desktop.

6) Be sure that the option to always login to the Home Session, and not the Current Session, is selected.

7) Once the desktop(s) are properly configured, Set the HOME Session.  This session should always appear when the devoper logs in.

Part II - TAR Development Operator Account

1) Login as devoper and ensure you are in the $HOME directory.

2) If desired, save a file bookmarks.html in the $HOME directory.  This file is an NSTX-related set of netscape bookmarks.

3) If the netscape directories nsmail, .mozilla, or .netscape are present, delete them.

4) Inspect the devoper's account and make sure there are no extraneous files.  This account will be tar'd and will overwrite (future) NSTX operator accounts.

5) As root, TAR the devoper's $HOME directory into a file to be temporarily placed in the /export/home folder.

su root

tar clf - . | compress > ../homedir.tar.Z

exit   (exits root)
6) Copy the tar'd file back into the devoper's $HOME.

cp ../ homedir.tar.Z  .

Part III - Create the new Operator Account

1) Create an operator's unix account.  Assign the account to the group 'epicsuser'.

2) During the initial login, set the password and select CDE as the desktop.  Do not select OpenWindows.

3) Login again, and the default Solaris CDE environment will be displayed.  

4) Make sure you are in the new operator's $HOME directory.

5) Delete ALL files in the operator's account:

unalias rm

rm -Rf *

rm -Rf .*
6) Un-tar the tar devoper account into the new operator's account:

zcat ../homedir.tar.Z | tar xvfp -

7) Reboot the x-terminal by hitting Ctrl-Alt-Delete.  DO NOT LOG OUT in the normal fashion.
8) Relogin as the new operator.  The desktop should be identical to the devoper's account.

9) Startup Netscape and delete Netscape's default bookmarks and import the bookmark file bookmarks.html.

10) Exit or logout using the normal fashion.

11) Make sure the tar file homedir.tar.Z is in the devoper's $HOME directory.  If it is not, copy the file from /export/home to the devoper's directory.

12) As root,  delete the file /export/home/homedir.tar.Z
