1.0 Initial Startup
1.1 Turn On Monitor(s)

1.2 Turn On Thin Client

1.3 Log onto epicsrv with a username and password
2.0 TWM Window Manager
2.1 MOVE WINDOW: The Thin Client session will initially bring up a X-Terminal Window and a MEDM Top Level Menu.  The TWM Window Manager initially displays an outline of any new window that is being launched.  The mouse controls the location of where you want to land your window.  A Left Mouse Click deposits the window onto your desktop.  If you wish to relocate the window, place the cursor at the top of the window and click(move symbol will appear) and drag the window. 2.2 Resize Window via Title Bar:  Place cursor over Resize Symbol(right most item on the Title Bar)and execute a Left Mouse Click(Hold) and drag a corner or a border to change the window size.  To make the window smaller you will have to momentarily increase the size to grab an anchor then you can resize it smaller.
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2.3 RESIZE WINDOW using TMW menu: To resize a Window, go to an unused part of your desktop and execute a Left Mouse Click.  This will bring up the TWM dropdown menu.
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Move the Cursor down(Left Mouse button still depressed) the TWM menu till the Resize option is highlighted then release the Left Mouse button.  The Move symbol will appear.
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Position the Move symbol over the window you wish to Resize and depress the Left Mouse button(KEEP DEPRESSED) and drag the mouse to the Top/Bottom to change the vertical size, to the Left/Right to change the horizontal size or a corner to expand/contract the rectangle and release the Left Mouse button to fix the size.  Bottom picture shows the Main Menu resized to a smaller dimension.
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2.4  TWM Icon Manager:  You may find it very useful to use the TWM Icon Manager to manage all your windows.  To make the Icon Manager visible go to an unused part of your desktop and execute a Left Mouse Click.  This will bring up the TWM dropdown menu.  Move the Cursor down(Left Mouse button still depressed) the TWM menu till the Show Iconmgr option is highlighted then release the Left Mouse button.  The TWM Icon Manger will appear.  By Left Clicking on a window selection will bring it to the desktop or minimize it.[image: image7.png]CE00 y . Shot# 118645
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3.0 Exiting/Rebooting
